Registration at standard and reduced rates

The workshop is open to a maximum of 25 delegates. Registration is open until 1% June or until the
workshop is full. The reduced registration fee is reserved for applicants from developing countries.
First priority will be given to applicants from countries on the United Nations LDC list
(http://www.unohrlls.org/en/ldc/related/62/). Second priority will be given to applicants from countries
listed as Emerging and Developing Economies by the International Monetary Fund
(http://www.imf.org/external/pubs/ft/weo/2008/02/weodata/groups.htm#oem).
In order to qualify, you must document the following:
That you are a permanent resident of a country listed in one of the lists above
That you are either
a. aregistered full time student at a university in a country included in one of the lists
above, or
b. employed by a company that will not be able to support your attendance at the full
registration fee.
Five places are reserved for delegates who qualify for the reduced registration fee. Shortlisting will
take place on 12™ April and applicants will be informed about the decisions immediately afterwards.

Payment

Full payment must be received at the time of booking. Payment by Credit Card is preferred (VISA or
Mastercard only). Cheques or Money Orders should be made payable to: The University of
Exeter. We regret that international cheques or money orders are not acceptable but international
bank transfers can be arranged (any associated bank charges and exchange fees will be payable by
the applicant). If you require an invoice, please contact us before any payment is sent.

In the event of cancellations, we will issue a full refund on registration until 1% May. Cancellations
after 1* May will be subject to a £ 50 cancellation fee.

Travel arrangements

The closest airport to CUC Tremough Campus is Newquay (NQY). Air Southwest and Flybe operate
flights from London Gatwick with a flight time of approximately 90 minutes (http://www.flybe.com,
http://www.airsouthwest.com). We will arrange pickup services to and from Newquay airport on 21°%
June (11am and 6pm) and 26" June (8.30am and 2pm).




There is a frequent direct rail service to Truro from London Paddington (First Great Western) and
other major British cities. At Truro, change to the branch line service to Falmouth. Leave the train at
Penryn if you're staying on campus; otherwise continue to Falmouth Town Station for
accommodation in Falmouth. For timetabling, contact national rail enquiries

It is wise to print out maps of Falmouth and Penryn before your departure (for example from Google
Maps), as directions to the CUC Tremough campus are not well signposted.

Accommodation

While the campus is in Penryn, there is a wider range of accommodation and restaurants in
Falmouth. Falmouth is a short distance from the campus and connected with frequent buses. Please
book your accommodation separately to the workshop.

Local travel

The following local bus routes stop at the CUC Tremough Campus:

Taxis are minicabs in Falmouth and do not pick up from the street. The fare between the Falmouth
and CUC Tremough Campus is about £8.

By car from Falmouth, follow the main route out of Falmouth to the A39 towards Truro. Keep on the
A39, past ASDA until you meet the Treliever Roundabout (a double roundabout at the junction with
the A394 to Helston). Bear right and turn right following the signs for CUC Tremough Campus. Then
turn right into the CUC campus and follow the signs to the car park.

Suitable attire

For the main sessions of the workshop, please bring casual covering clothing that you don’t mind
getting dirty. For field work, please bring suitable outdoor attire including weatherproof and
waterproof clothing. Hiking boots or Wellingtons are recommended. Outdoor temperatures in June
can be expected to vary between 10 and 20 °C, and it can be windy on exposed locations.
